 The total university Spring Final 2014 headcount of 11,461 is down 791 students, which is a 6.5% 
decrease. 

 Undergraduate headcount decreased 599 students (6.2%) while graduate student headcount 
decreased 192 students (7.4%).

 Graduate Doctoral headcount increased 9 students and is 23.9% of the total graduate class.
