This Transfer Agreement (“Agreement”) is between the State of Colorado, Department of Higher
Education, by the State Board for Community Colleges and Occupational Education, for the use and
benefit of Front Range Community College (“FRCC”) and the Board of Trustees for the University of
Northern Colorado (“UNC”) and governs the transfer of credit earned at FRCC into an ASL English
Interpreting Program (“UNC-ASLEI” or “Program”) baccalaureate degree offered at UNC. The
principles, policies and guidelines in this Agreement shall apply uniformly to all students attempting
to transfer credit earned at FRCC into UNC-ASLEL

UNC agrees that all American Sign Language (ASL) and Interpreter Preparation Program (IPP) courses at
FRCC (with the exception of ASL III and IV which are not part of the ASLEI major at UNC) that meet the
admissions criteria described below will be accepted for credit toward the ASLEI Program major at UNC.

Section I: ADMISSIONS CRITERIA & PROCEDURES

1. Students who have earned a degree or completed coursework at FRCC will have the same
requirements for admission to UNC as other transfer students.

2. A student admitted to the Program after completing the AA at FRCC will enter as a second year
student in the Program at UNC and will have the same graduation requirements as students who
begin and complete the Program at UNC.

3. As with all students, FRCC students must pass UNC’s Demonstration of Competency (“DOC™)
assessment to be admitted to the Program.

4, Students who have completed the Program degree requirements earn a minimum of 120 credit
hours (transfer credit from FRCC and credits earned at UNC) and have a UNC grade point average
of 2.0 or above are eligible for conferral of the Program baccalaureate degree at UNC.

5. Program majors at UNC are required to earn a grade of “B” or higher in INTR courses as they
matriculate through the major coursework.

6. Students with an AA degree from FRCC receive a waiver for the Liberal Arts Curriculum (“LAC”)
at UNC based on the submission of official transcripts. See the Transfer Map in Section II, below
to determine how the LAC requirements are met.

FRCC students who have successfully completed its AA may enroll as a Program major at UNC if the
following conditions are met:

1. Student has passed the DOC assessment (which should be completed prior to taking ASL V at
FRCC).

2. Student has completed the application to the Program and met the requirements the same as any
student entering the program.

3. Student has earned a grade of “B” or better in the ASL and IPP courses at FRCC. Students who
have earned a grade of “C” in one course in the AA program may request, with support from their
FRCC ASL Lead Faculty and a written rationale, admission to the Program on probation. This
request will be reviewed by the UNC-ASLEI Coordinator and faculty for a final determination.

Student has earned at grade of “C-" or higher on all other coursework (e.g.: Liberal Arts Core
courses) toward the total of 120 for the degree will be accepted for credit at UNC.

The student begin the Program at UNC within two years of graduating with the FRCC AA.
Students who do not begin the Program within that two-year period will be given consideration by
UNC, but may be assessed for readiness to ensure that language skills have been maintained.

The Program includes the choice between Community Interpreting and Educational Interpreting.
Each of these strands are 4 to 5 courses and all Program students complete this coursework online.
FRCC students will likewise take these specialty course strands online.

Students who wish to transfer without earning an Associate Degree will have their credits
evaluated on a case by case basis, per UNC’s standard transcript evaluation process. After earning
credits at UNC, a student can apply for reverse transfer to FRCC, resulting in an award of an AA
by FRCC.

Transfer credit toward the Program is allowed only if FRCC maintains its current accreditation by the
Higher Learning Commission.

As curriculum is modified and updated at either institution, both parties will collaborate to create
a smooth transition for students. Every effort will be made to honor all courses taken at FRCC
toward the Program at UNC.

*FRCC AA Students entering the Program will complete 77 to 80 credits over the course of three (3)
academic years (Summer/Fall/Spring).

Abstract

Abstract: ASL 221 and 222 are currently under consideration for GT status at FRCC, and when that
approval is awarded they may be used to satisfy GT requirements for an AA degree. If such approval is
not obtained, a student will need to take an additional 6 credits of GT classes. In such case, one class - ASL
122 or ASL 222 - can be used as a general elective. This will increase the total credits required by students
to complete from 60-62 credits to 63-65 credits. ASL IV can be used for up to 3 credits of LAC coursework
at UNC.

If an applicant is not ready to enter the program at ASL V, the baccalaureate degree will require more than
5 years (includes the 2 years at FRCC) to complete due to the time required to reach ASL mastery.

After completing the FRCC program a student may relocate to the UNC Campus in Greeley to join the
face-to-face courses or join the UNC-ASLEI Online Program. A student may combine face-to-face and
online classes, but must attend the summer residential intensive portion of the Program at UNC in person.

Section III: OTHER DEGREE REQUIREMENTS

A student transferring into a baccalaureate program may follow the graduation requirements in effect at
UNC specified in the catalog during the academic year the student is officially matriculated into the
community college, provided that 1) the student maintains continuous registration at FRCC, and 2) the
student matriculates at UNC within two (2) years from the last registration date at FRCC.

If a student does not meet all the conditions listed above, they shall follow the current catalog policy of
UNC in effect on the date of registration.

This Agreement shall be reviewed annually in light of any curriculum changes at FRCC and UNC.
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Section IV: TERM OF AGREEMENT; TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT; AMENDMENT OF
AGREEMENT

This Agreement is made and entered into in during the 2019-2020 academic year and will continue in force
and effect until terminated by the mutual written agreement to both parties or upon 180 days written notice
by one party to the other party. This Agreement may be amended at any time with the mutual written
agreement of both parties and is subject to review annually to assure currency with the respective degree
requirements. Upon termination of this Agreement, a teach-out period of three years is required for any
articulation agreements.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the parties, by their respective duly authorized signatures, have entered
into this Agreement as of the date the Agreement is fully executed.
