e The total university Spring Final 2013 headcount of 12,252 is up by 62 students which is a 0.5%
increase from Spring Final 2012.

e Undergraduate headcount decreased by 5 students (-0.1%) from Spring Final 2012 while graduate
student headcount increased 67 students or 2.7%.

e Senior classification is 31.8% of the undergraduate population compared to 30.4% at Spring Final
