Using Set Tool

WebFOCUS resets/changes the values of various environmental parameters through the SET command.  There are many to choose from, this handout will include a few of the most commonly used.

You access the set tool from the [image: ] icon in the report.  You can also access it from the Procedure Viewer.  Just be sure to place it in the right order if you access this way.  See handout R7.

Examples:

NODATA – character string used to indicate missing data in reports.  The default is a period, but often changed to NULL or N/A which is easier to read.

EMPTY REPORT – the default is OFF, which will give an error message if no records are retrieved.  If turned ON even if no records are found it will open the report viewer with empty data fields.

ALL  – this handles missing segment instances in the report.  When set to PASS it will return all data from your host file even if no corresponding fields are found from your second joined file.

ASNAMES – causes text specified in a AS phrase to be used as the fieldname in the HOLD MASTER, and to be concatenated to the beginning of the first fieldname specified in an ACROSS phrase.

BY DISPLAY – enables display of BY field values in every row of an Excel report.

After opening the SET command box, select the command, then OK
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
