Defining Alphanumeric Fields - DECODE
The DECODE function gives the user the ability to assign values to a field other than those values that exist in the database.

DECODE evaluates an existing value and assigns a corresponding, new value (use ELSE to assign a default value).

Example  – DECODE Function:
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You can use up to 40 lines to difine the code and result pairs for any given DECODE function, or 39 lines if you also use an ELSE phrase.  Use either a comma or blank to separate the code from the result, or one pair from another.
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
