If you missed this event, you missed a 

great opportunity to get to know the School faculty and the research work each is involved in. But all is 

not lost. Here‟s a recap of the presenting faculty, their research interests, and various opportunities for you 

to be involved in their research. And a big THANK YOU to Dr. Peterson and Dr. Phillips for organizing 

the event, to Psi Chi for treats, and to all of the presenters for taking the time to share with your 

colleagues and students. We hope to see this again in the future! 

 

Dr. David Gilliam 
Specialization: Physiological Psychology 

Research interests & endeavors: Dr. Gillian described his current research projects which include studying how 

genetically mediated differences in uterine environment affects malformations produced by binge alcohol exposure 

during pregnancy in mice; how third-trimester equivalent alcohol exposure during the brain growth spurts in mice 

affects locomotor activity; the genetic architecture underlying ethanol teratogenesis in an effort to identify 

epigenetic modifications and gene expression changes; and the outcomes of an Alaskan Fetal Alcohol Syndrome 

prevention program (FASD in Lab Mice) for adolescents.  

 

Opportunities for students: “Our research is on-going and they‟ll be opportunities for lab assistants.” Interested 

students should email Dr. Gillian at david.gilliam@unco.edu. 

 

Dr. Thomas Dunn 
Specialization: Clinical Neuropsychology 

Research interests & endeavors: “I‟m interested in how the brain works,” he explained. “I‟m especially interested in 

people who are „not working hard‟ (when taking a test)– those giving incomplete effort.” He asks questions like: 

Are they fatigued? Do they not understand the instructions? Or is someone deliberately trying to fool us? He is 

currently looking at how this “incomplete effort” applies in an educational setting. For example, how does effort 

play a role in things like the CSAP?

Dr. Carl Granrud 
Specialization: Sensation and Perception 

Research interests & endeavors: Dr. Granrud is currently working on two related areas of research, both of which 

are on the development of visual perception. The first study looks at the visual perceptions of kids ages 9, 10, and 

11 and compares it to the perception of adults. Do young kids actually see the world differently than adults do?  Or 

do adults have better cognitive problem solving skills. The second study looks at infants‟ perception of 3D space. 

The visual system makes assumptions to decode sensory input by taking advantage of statistical irregularities. But 

when does the brain develop this ability? 

 

Opportunities for students: Dr. Granrud is in the process of submitting a grant proposal to set an infant study here at 

UNC. If it gets funded, he will need students to help. 

 

Dr. Marilyn Welsh 
Specialization: Cognitive, Developmental and Neuropsychology 

Research interests & endeavors: “My decades-long research program has concerned the examination of the 

cognitive processes mediated by the prefrontal cortex of the brain,” she said. “Executive functions are presumed to

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be recruited when an individual is faced with a challenging and novel task that requires future-oriented, goal-

directed problem solving.” 

 

Opportunities for students: “We‟re looking for Research Assistants all the time” Next semester, Dr. Welsh will be 

recruiting Research Assistants for a study examining the possible link between risk-taking behavior and impaired 

Executive Function; James Holland is recruiting Research Assistants next semester for his dissertation research on 

proactive and reactive aggression.

Dr. Kevin Pugh 
Specialization: Educational Psychology 

Research interests & endeavors: “Do you ever think about what you learn in school outside of class?” Dr. Pugh 

asked. “Do you try to apply it to the real world? Or did you think about something in a new way and get excited 

about it? If you answered yes to any of these questions, you‟ve had a transformative experience. My goal is to make 

learning more transformative for children.” He is currently working with a middle school science teacher in 

Loveland to develop and evaluate a model for teaching for transformative experiences. 

 

Opportunities for students: At some point, Dr. Pugh expects to expand the current study to include multiple sites.

Dr. (William) Doug Woody 
Specialization: Social Psychology and History of Psychology 

Research interests & endeavors: Although he says his interests are too many and too challenging to define, he is 

currently working in the area of Psychology and the law. He is currently working on two projects. One involves 

how juries view juvenile offenders being tried as adults. Does the mere fact that they are being tried in an adult 

court taint the jury? The second project involves how juries view confessions that were based on false evidence 

provided by interrogating officer. Can we really expect the jury to be a safety net? (Our take-away from this should 

be to say, “I want an attorney” as soon as we are arrested. But hopefully, we won‟t even go there.)

Dr. Elizabeth (Libby) Pascoe 
Specialization: Social Psychology 

Research interests & endeavors: Her research looks at the health consequences of perceived discrimination. She is 

currently collaborating with Dr. Phillips on how “meth user” discrimination leads to stress. She hopes to also look 

at achievement consequences–once stigmatized by perceived discrimination, how does that affect performance– as 

well as comparing the effects of social indifference versus social motivation. 

 

Opportunities for students: Next semester she hopes to extend her research to look at other health consequences, in 

addition to stress, and she will be looking for Research Assistants. Email her at elizabeth.pascoe@unco.edu. 

 

Dr. (Michael) Todd Allen 
Specialization: Behavior Neuroscience 

Research interests & endeavors: Dr. Allen describes his field as “behavior and anything to do with the brain.” He‟s 

currently studying Alzheimers in animal and looking at enviromental causes. His current research is point to copper 

and cholesterol. An important note from Dr. Allen to promote healthy brain functioning: lower your dietary 

cholesterol and “stop eating pennies!” Other areas of research include meta-cognitive tutoring with regard to self-

regulated function, how tattoos impact touch sensitivity, and how Ipods affect hearing. 

 

Opportunities: He‟s “pretty open.” Anyone who has an idea should do a literature review, write an IRB and come 

and talk to him or email him at michael.allen@unco.edu.

Research interests & endeavors: “My interest is interest,” he says. “I‟m interested in the big picture– motivation, 

especially achievement motivation and students. What moves us to do something? He is working with the 

expectancy/value model– when you have an expectancy that you can (what you perceive) and do you value the 

task. Dr. Phillips is developing a project to look at interest development in the classroom and anticipates doing 

research on verbal/visual cognitive style research.

infections. She is currently working on a three-phase grant funded study.

IRB Application and Procedure Updates  

The Institutional Review Board (IRB) at UNC has posted new documents incorporating revisions in application 

materials and research policies and procedures. These include a revised set of procedures clarifying issues such as 

audio-recordings and course omnibus applications, a new application cover sheet, an outline for a common 

applications, and revised examples of consent documents. Changes will continue to take place over the next year, 

so stay updated!

Weld County Ballot Issue 3A  

Have you seen the yellow signs around telling you to “Vote YES on 3A”? What‟s that all about? 

Issue 3A applies to Weld County School District 6. If passed, it will provide a 16 mill annual property tax increase 

for district voters beginning in tax year 2010. The extra monies earned (up to $16,000,000 annually) will be 

deposited in a general fund and expended for costs such as buses, school security, supplies (textbooks, computers, 

etc.), and college and career preparation programs for District 6 public and Charter schools. 

Note: the November election will be by Mail-In Ballot ONLY and must be received by the Weld County Clerk 

and Recorder no later than 7:00 pm on November 3
rd
