Students wishing to obtain Colorado licensure in
reading are required to pass a State of Colorado administered
proficiency examination (PLACE - Reading).

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How and when can |
apply?

You must possess a baccalaureate degree from an accredited
college or university and be accepted by the UNC Graduate
School. Admission to the graduate program in Reading is a
two-stage process consisting of 1) preliminary screening by the
Graduate School and 2) final review by Reading faculty.

There are two aspects of the application process. Go to www.
MAReading.com and fill out the School of Teacher Education
Application and then the Graduate School Application. A 3.0 GPA
is required on your last 60 credit hours. If that requirement is
not met, the applicant is asked to take the GRE and score a 1000
on the combined Verbal and Quantitative sections.

Upon receiving formal notification of admission a student
must meet with his/her assigned advisor to plan a program of
study.

1. Completed UNC Graduate School application for
admission. (www.unco.edu/grad)

2. $50 admission processing fee

3. Academic transcripts (two official copies) from each
college or university you have attended (except UNC).
