Scope and Purpose



The overall purpose of this program is to maintain and preserve those significant trees that contribute and enhance the beauty of our campus.   Many trees have historical as well as memorial significance.  Trees on our campus occupy very special places in the hearts of individuals, family and campus life.  Trees are very powerful symbols, where intense feeling and strong appreciation are felt and often expressed.  As stewards of this valuable asset, we must be sensitive to these very real social implications.   The success of this program is based on everyone’s involvement and willingness to recognize the value of our landscape and the investment we have placed into our landscape heritage.

I. Intent

It is the intent of this program to provide standards for the preservation of specimen trees, and historically significant trees and landscape plantings at the University of Northern Colorado.  

II. Goals

A. To determine existing significant trees based on historical, commemorative or other recognitions associated to a specific tree or planting.
B. To determine species, size/age, location, history and significance as it relates to the university’s campus landscape heritage.

C. To educate contractors and those who oversee or coordinate the activities of contractors about the value of trees/landscape plantings and how to protect and preserve them prior to and during construction.

D. To establish procedures to insure communication among all parties in setting forth expectations concerning tree/landscape protection.

E. To secure funding for Plaques or brochure that recognizes the campus tree legacy.
