Butler Hancock Interior Renovation and Additions

· The campus map on the campus home page is incorrect. The information is wrong when you dial into Butler Hancock. It say the building was constructed in 1963 – WRONG – Should be 1973.

The Butler Hancock Sports Pavilion was constructed in 1974 to accommodate Health, Physical Education and Recreation (HPER) classes, athletic programs and the School of Sports and Exercise Science. All departments have grown significantly over the past 34, years yet no significant improvements have been made to the building to address this expansion. 
In July 2008 UNC selected Sink, Comb Dethlefs (SCD) as project architects and in August 2008, we selected Hensel Phelps Construction (HPC) as our construction manager/general contractor.  This project will renovate and reorganize 12 general, staff and athletic locker rooms, add approximately 30 new faculty and staff offices, 3 new classrooms, a new “Hall of Fame” and a new “front door” to give the building greater recognition. The total project cost is 11.5 million dollars. Construction began in late June 2009 with an anticipated completion in July 2010.
