Candelaria Hall System Upgrades

Candelaria Hall is an 80,000 SF classroom building built in 1971. Many of the building systems; fire alarm, HVAC, corridor light and ceiling are original. This project was designed to replace the existing spline ceiling in the corridors, upgrade corridor lighting, a complete fire alarm replacement and the replacement of all HVAC mixing boxes with new boxes with DDC controls. Fire alarm, corridor ceiling and lighting replacement were designed by Hughes & Associates and the upgrades to the HVAC systems were designed by Cator Ruma and Associates. TCC Construction from Greeley, CO was awarded the project in late March, 2008 and the work starting on May 18, 2008 and a project completion of August 18, 2008. The total project cost is approximately $600,000.
