
Gray Hall Window Replacement

Gray Hall is one of UNC’s most historic buildings on campus. The original section of the building was built in 1912 and a large addition was added in 1939. This building served as the Student Center on Campus until the University was built in 1965. UNC has contracted with MHA Architects from Denver for architectural services for this project. Phases 1 & 2 have been completed on the 1939 sections of the building. We are currently preparing bid document for phase 3 which will include the original 1012 portion of the building. We anticipate bids being due in late September/early October, 2009 with construction starting on May 10, 2010 and completing before the students return for fall semester, 2010. The approximate budget for phase 3 is $300,000.
