Turner Hall Renovation

Turner Hall was our fist high rise residence hall (13 stories) and was built in 1968. The basis of design was suite style with each suite containing 2 double occupancy rooms, a shared living room and bath.  This residence hall had the highest occupancy on campus with approximately 600 students living in this facility. The renovation work will include all new finishes and reconfiguration of the student rooms. One of the two beds in each bedroom will be removed and when completed Turner Hall will have 326 single rooms with a shared bath and living room. Other improvements include new study lounges, laundries, new data cabling and HD cabling for television, internal water main replacements and main lobby improvements. This project is being completed in 2 phases; summer 2009 and summer 2010.  
In July 2008, UNC selected MOA Architecture from Denver as project architects. Also, in late July UNC selected Adolfson and Peterson from Denver as our construction manager/general contractor. The total project budget is approximately 8 million dollars.
