We’d like to take this opportunity to help clarify the benefits of the Student Health Insurance Plan (SHIP) and our UNC Student Health Center.  If at any time you have any questions at all, please contact the SHIP office at 970-351-1915.  We can assist you in getting your prescriptions set up at the beginning of each semester, offer you a temporary insurance card until your permanent one arrives, help you locate a network provider if needed, and explain any benefit questions you might have.  We are located on the second floor of Cassidy Hall (1901 10th Avenue) if you prefer to come visit us in person.  

Current 2010-2011 Student Health Insurance Plan (SHIP)
Paying both fall and spring semester premiums gives students coverage for a full 12 months, year round at a rate of $152.50 per month.
Current annual deductible is $300, with covered services in network paid at 80%.  (Average in community and family plans = $1500 deductible).  There are not any regular insurance plans available with deductibles under $500 so the SHIP deductible is outstanding.
Students on the SHIP can use the Student Health Center for a $20 co-pay which will cover any type of simple visit.  (For example, exam with strep test)  All other services at the health center are subject to the $300 deductible then paid in network at the 80%.
Students on the SHIP plan living within 40 miles of campus are required to first be seen at the health center for the $20 co-pay.  If needed, they will be happy to do a referral for you to an outside provider or specialist.  
2011-2012 Student Health Insurance Plan (SHIP)
Paying both fall and spring semester premiums gives students coverage for a full 12 months, year round at a rate of $165 per month.
Deductible will go to $350 annual with covered services in network still paid at 80%.  (Average in community and family plans = $1500 deductible).  
Students on the SHIP can continue to use the Student Health Center for a $20 co-pay which will cover any type of simple visit.  (For example, exam with strep test).  All other services at the health center are subject to the $350 deductible then paid in network at the 80%.  
Prescription Drug co-pays has been changed to $20 /$50 /$70 from $20/$45 /$65.  Important to keep the generic option at the same $20 co-pay as that is the option the majority of our students use.
Students on the SHIP plan living within 40 miles of campus are required to first be seen at the health center for the $20 co-pay.  If needed, they will be happy to do a referral for you to an outside provider or specialist.  

2010-2011 Vision Discount Programs

The UNC SHIP is a medical health plan and does not cover dental and vision.  However, we do offer a vision discount program for any student enrolled in the SHIP plan. 2011-2012 Dental and Vision Discount Programs

The UNC SHIP is a medical health plan and does not provide dental and vision coverage.  However, the 2011-2012 SHIP plan will offer vision and dental discount programs.  Please contact the SHIP office this summer to find out more details about the discount plans that will be available starting in the fall.

Financial Aid Options
If you are needing additional financial aid to help cover the cost of your premium, please contact the Financial Aid office for assistance at 970-351-2502.  Insurance and health care costs are not included in the base cost of attendance, but sometimes additional aid is available to help cover insurance premiums.  

Student health insurance plan will have the following benefit changes for the 2011-2012 plan year:

1. Network will remain CIGNA/Great West since they have the broadest network in the state of Colorado.   The underwriter will be ACE, and HCH will continue to do all claims processing.
2. Plan deductible has been changed to $350 (in network) /$700 (out of network) from $300 (in network) /$600 (out of network)
3. Prescription Drug co-pays has been changed to $20 /$50 /$70 from $20/$45 /$65
4. 24 hour nurse line will be available to all UNC students on the UNC SHIP plan.

Hard Waiver Insurance Process on UNC Campus

The insurance process on the UNC campus is done via a hard waiver system.  All students that are registered for 9 or more on-campus credit hours are automatically set up in the UNC SHIP plan.  If you have comparable insurance and complete the on-line waiver BEFORE the 10th day of classes every fall semester, you can waive out of the UNC plan.  The waiver is required the first semester of attendance, and then every fall semester.  If you do not complete the on-line waiver before the 10th day of classes, you are automatically enrolled in the UNC SHIP plan.  Please check your billing statement before the 10th day of classes every semester to ensure the charge has been removed from your bill if you waived.  If you did waive out and you still see the charge on your bill, immediately contact the SHIP office at 970-351-1915.  Do not wait!  Once certain deadlines are reached it is impossible to obtain a refund!

Student Health Center

All UNC students are eligible to use the student health center regardless of what insurance you have.  Students just need to bring their current insurance card, their student ID card, and pay the co-pay at the time of your visit as you would do at your own doctor’s office.  The health center will take care of billing your personal insurance.  If you have not met your deductible in your plan or there is a balance remaining after your insurance has paid, the health center will bill you.  The student health center does not receive any student fee funds to operate – it is an outsourced clinic and is self-supported through insurance billing.


Part-time Student Information

Every semester we receive lots of phone calls from students that do not have 9 credit hours or some of their hours are off campus.  Please contact our SHIP office to find out what options you might have.  You may qualify for the Part-time Student Health Insurance Plan (PIP).



Part-Time Student Health Insurance Plan  (PIP) – 2011-2012 will be the last year this plan is offered due to health care reform requirements 
The part-time plan is for students under 9 credit hours or students in extended studies programs.  You can apply and enroll on-line at  www.ahpcare.com/uncopt.   You must also pay in full at the time of enrolling.  These prices are per semester.  Please contact the SHIP office to find out more details about the PIP plan as this plan does NOT offer the same benefits as the SHIP plan.
