Temporary Parking Permits become less expensive than Fall Parking Permits on 13November2009

Temporary (TM) Parking Permits can be purchased at Parking Services office in Gray Hall, open 8a-5p M-F. Faculty-Staff (FS) and Student (ST) annual and semester permits can be purchased at Parking Services office or they can be purchased online at http://www.unco.edu/parking/permits.html. Please note that Spring 2010 Parking Permits can be purchased as early as Monday of Fall Final Exams Week, 7December2009. Refer questions on this topic to Parking Services office, ph# 970-351-1971.
Faculty-Staff Parking Permits: On 13November09 a Temporary Parking Permit (TM) will become less expensive than a Fall Faculty-Staff (FS) Parking Permit. Anyone who is presently considering purchasing a Fall2009 or an Annual FS Parking Permit would save money by purchasing a TM that is made valid through 4Dec2009, the last day of Fall2009 classes. Although many employees leave after 4December, parking lot enforcement does continue through Finals Week and Winter Break--add $5/day for each of those days when one plans to park on campus. Spring 2010 Parking Permits can be purchased as early as Monday of Fall Final Exams Week, 7December2009. On 13November a TM Permit that is valid through 4December will cost $70; a Spring2010 FS Permit will cost $155; and the sum is $225. This is $5 less than the price on an Annual FS Permit, $230. After 13November the price of a TM will decrease $5 each day that UNC is open. Thus on 16November a TM Permit that is valid through 4December will cost $65 and the sum of that plus a Spring2010 FS Permit will be $220.
Student Parking Permits: On 17November09 a Temporary Parking Permit (TM) will become less expensive than a Fall Student (ST) Parking Permit. Anyone who is presently considering purchasing a Fall or an Annual ST Parking Permit would save money by purchasing a TM that is made valid through 4Dec2009, the last day of Fall2009 classes. Although many students leave after 4December, parking lot enforcement does continue through Finals Week and Winter Break--add $5/day for each of those days when one plans to park on campus. Spring 2010 Parking Permits can be purchased as early as Monday of Fall Final Exams Week, 7December2009. On 17November a TM Permit that is valid through 4December will cost $60; a Spring2010 ST Permit will cost $145; and the sum is $205. This is $5 less than the price on an Annual ST Permit, $210. After 17November the price of a TM will decrease $5 each day that UNC is open. Thus on 18November a TM Permit that is valid through 4December will cost $55 and the sum of that plus a Spring2010 FS Permit will be $200.
