
Instructions for updating the Athletics link on the UNC header 
Open Dreamweaver 

From your site list, open the “Templates” folder and open the main template. In 95% of the sites this file 

will be called “template.dwt” or “master.dwt”.  

 



On the menu bar, go to [ EDIT ] / [ FIND AND REPLACE ] : 

 

 

The Find and Replace window will pop up. Choose the following selections: 

 

¶ Find in: Current Document 

¶ Search: Source Code 

¶ Find: http://uncbears.cstv.com 

¶ Replace: http://www.uncbears.com

Once these selections have been made, click the “Replace All” Button. 

It should make one correction on the page. The view of the page may be in “Split”, and you can hit the 

“Design” view to get back (located at 1). You can also minimize the “Results” section by clicking the 

small arrow (located at 2): 

 

 

Save the template by going to [FILE] / [SAVE] 

 



A window will pop up asking if you wish to update all the files associated with this template. Hit 

“Update” 

 

 

Once Dreamweaver has finished updating the pages, hit “Close” 

 



We now need to publish the entire site to www.unco.edu. From the file list, click on the top folder: 

 

Mine says: “Site – CEBS = Gifted and talended…” Yours will say “Site – the site nickname you choose” 

 

Now hit the Blue “Put” button:

Dreamweaver will ask if you are sure you want to put the whole site, hit “OK”: 

 

 

Like any other web change, the last step should always be to check the site on a web browser (Internet 

Explorer, FireFox, Safari) to see if the change was fixed. Open up your site, refresh the page and click on 

the “Athletics” link at the top of the site. If it takes you to http://www.uncbears.com it worked.
