!Students who lack sufficient preparation in mathematics may need to start in MATH 124 (4) -- College
Algebra, MATH 125 (3)--Plane Trigonometry, or MATH 127 (4)--Elementary Functions. Please consult your
Physics faculty advisor.

*To satisfy the Liberal Arts Core requirements using this plan, students need to select courses from Area 7
and/or 8 that also count for Areas 3, 4, or 5.

3Since some of the major courses are offered every other year, two plans are provided -- one for the student’s
3rd year commencing in an even year and one for it commencing in an odd year. If a student starts the

physics major in 2014-2015 and stays on track, their 3" year would begin in 2016, an even year.
